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10.Unified Auditing

India follows a unified auditing
system for both the central and State
governments. The Comptroller and
Auditor-General as mentioned in article
148 of the Constitution controls the entire
financial system of the country.

5.2. Centre-State Relations

The Centre-State Relations revolve
around the fulcrum of distribution of powers
between Centre and States. Distribution
of powers is the foundational feature of
federalism and in federal Constitutions there
are three types of distributions, they are:

1. Legislative Power Distribution
2. Executive Power Distribution

3. Financial Power Distribution

5.2.1 Legislative Relations

Therearetwoaspectstothedistribution
oflegislative powers between the Centre and
States in our Constitution. They are

a) Territorial Distribution of Powers

b) Subject Distribution

a) Territorial Distribution of Powers

The powersare distributed between the
union and State governments territorially.
The Union Government possess the powers
over the entire territory of India while the
States have jurisdiction over their own
territories. The Central Government has
extra territorial jurisdiction that means that
itslaws govern not only persons and property
within India but also Indian citizens and
their properties located in any corner of the
world. In contrast, the State legislatures do

not possess jurisdiction outside their own
territory.

b) Subject Distribution

The Constitution distributes the
legislative subjects between the Union
Government and States in an elaborate
scheme. There are three Lists of distribution.

List I (Union List) contains the subjects
and powers exclusively allotted to the union
parliament. There are 100 subjects here
including defense, foreign affairs, banking,
currency

List IT (State List) contains the subjects
that are exclusively allotted to the State
governments. There are 59 items including
public order, and police, public health, local
government, agriculture, forests, fisheries

List ITI (Concurrent List) contains 52 items
including criminal law and procedure, civil
procedure, marriage, education. This list is
called as Concurrent List. Both the union
and State governments have powers over
these subjects. But when there occurs a clash
between the union and State governments
the law of the parliament will prevail

There is also another category
called residuary powers. Any subject not
mentioned in the above three lists will
automatically come under the jurisdiction
ofthe Union Government. Our Constitution

broadly follows the legislative distribution

of powers provided in the Government of

India Act 1935 enacted during the BriE_i_s_ll

colonial era.

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The Constitution (Article 76) has pro-
vided for the office of the Attorney
General for India'. He/she is the high-
est law officer in the country.

T APPOINTMENT AND TERM

The Attorney General (AG) is appointed by
the President. He/she must be a person, who
is qualified to be appointed as a judge of the
Supreme Court. In other words, he/she must
be a citizen of India and must have been a
judge of some high court for five years or an
advocate of some high court for ten years
or an eminent jurist, in the opinion of the
President.

The term of office of the AG is not fixed
by the Constitution. Further, the Constitution
does not contain the procedure and grounds
for his/her removal. He/she holds office dur-
ing the pleasure of the President. This means
that he/she may be removed by the President
at any time. He/she may also quit office
by submitting resignation to the President.
Conventionally, he/she resigns when the
government (council of ministers) resigns
or is replaced, as he/she is appointed on
its advice.

The remuneration of the AG is not fixed by
the Constitution. He/she receives such remu.
neration as the President may determine.

conflict of duty, the following limitations are
placed on the AG:

3. He/she should not defend accused persons
in criminal prosecutions without the per-
mission of the Government of India.

through the Ministry of Law z_llnd Justice,
Department of Legal Affairs*.

However, the AG is not a full-time counsel
for the Government. He/she does not fall in the
category of government servants. Further, I}e/
she is not debarred from private legal practice.

® SOLICITOR GENERAL OF INDIA

In addition to the AG, there are other law offi-
cers of the Government of India. They are th.e
solicitor general of India and additional solici-
tor general of India. They assist the AG in the
fulfilment of his/her official responsibilities.
It should be noted here that only the office of
the AG is created by the Constitution. In other
words, Article 76 does not mention about the
solicitor general and additional solicitor gen eral.

The AG is not a member of the Central
cabinet. There is a separate law minister in
the Central cabinet to look after legal matters
at the government level®.

On 5 February 1922, a
Congress procession, 3000 strong, was fired
upon by police Enraged by the firing, the mob
attacked and burnt down the police station.
22 policemen lost their lives. It was this incident
which made Gandhi announce the suspension
of the non-cooperation movement.

The Congress Working Committee ratified
the decision at Bardoli, to the disappointment
of the nationalist workers. While the younger
workers resented the decision, the others who
had faith in Gandhi considered it a tactical
retreat. Both Jawaharlal Nehru and Subhas
Chandra Bose were critical of Gandhi, who

was arrested and sentenced to 6 years in prison.

Thus ended the non-cooperation movement.

The Khilafat issue was made redundant
when the people of Turkey under the leadership
of Mustafa Kamal Pasha rose in revolt and
stripped the Sultan of his political power and
abolished the Caliphate and declared that

religion and politics could not go together.

‘3Ll Swarajist Party and its
Activities

Following the suspension of Non-
cooperation the question was what next?
Chittaranjan Das and Motilal Nehru
proposed a new line of activity. They wanted
to return to active politics which included
entry into electoral politics and demonstrate
that the nationalists were capable of
obstructing the working of the reformed
legislature by capturing them and arousing
nationalist spirit. This group came to be
called the ‘Swarajists and pro-changers. In
Tamil Nadu, Satyamurti joined this group.

electoral politics would divert the attention
of nationalists and pull them away from
the work of mass mobilization and their
issues. They favoured the continuation of
the Gandhian constructive programme of
spinning, temperance, Hindu-Muslim unity,
removal of untouchability and mobilise
rural masses and prepare them for new mass
movements. The pro-changers launched the
Swarajya party as a part of the Congress.
A truce was soon worked out and both the
groups would engage themselves in the
Congress programmes and their work should
complement each other’s activities under
the leadership of Gandhi, though Gandhi

personally favoured constructive work.

The Swarajya party did reasonably well
in the elections to Central Assembly by
winning 42 of the 101 seats open for election.
With the cooperation of other members
they were able to stall many anti-people
legislations of the colonial regime, and were
successful in exposing the inadequacy of the
Act of 1919. But their efforts and enthusiasm
petered out as time passed by and consciously
or unconsciously they came to be co-opted
by the Government as members of several
committees constituted by it.

In the absence of nationalist mass
struggle, fissiparous tendencies started rising
their head. There were a series of communal
riots with fundamentalist elements occupying
the space. Even the Swaraj party was affected
by the sectarianism as one group in the name
of ‘responsivists’ started cooperating with the
government, claiming to safeguard “Hindu

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Inter -Tropical Convergence Zone (ITCZ)
also moves northward, and a major part of
Indian landmass comes under the influence of
southeast trade winds. While crossing equator
this wind gets deflected and takes the direction
of southwest and becomes south-west monsoon.
During the winter season, the pressure and
wind belts shift southward, thereby establishing
the north-east monsoon (trade winds) over this
region. Such systematic change in the direction
of planetary winds is known as monsoon.

Seasons

The meteorologists recognize the four
distinct seasons in India. They are;

1. Winter season
(January - February).

Summer season
(March - May).

3. Southwest monsoon or Rainy season
(June - September).

Northeast monsoon season
(October - December).

1. Winter season

During this period, the vertical rays of the
sun falls over tropic of capricorn which is far away
from India. Hence, India receives the slanting
sun’s rays which results in low temperature.
The cold weather season is characterized by
clear skies, fine weather, light northerly winds,
low humidity and large day time variations of
temperature. During this season a high pressure
develops over north India and a north-westerly
wind blows down the Indus and Ganges valleys.
In south India, the general direction of wind is
from east to west.

The rain during this season generally occurs
over the Western Himalayas, Tamil nadu and
Kerala. Western disturbances and associated
trough in westerlies are main rain bearing
system in northern part of the country. The jet
stream plays a dominant role in bringing these
disturbances to India. Western disturbances
cause rainfall in Punjab, Haryana and Himachal
Pradesh, and snowfall in the hills of Jammu

Climate and Natural Vegetation of India
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and Kashmir. This rainfall is very useful for the
cultivation of winter wheat.

2. Summer season

During this season, the vertical rays of the
sun falls over the peninsular India. Hence, there
is a steady increase in temperature from south
to north. It is practically hot and dry in the
entire country in the initial part of this season.
Weather over the land areas of the country is
influenced by thunderstorms associated with
rain and sometimes with hail mostly in the
middle and later part.

During this season, temperature starts
increasing all over the country and by April,
the interior parts of south India record mean
daily temperatures of 30°C-35°C. Central
Indian land mass becomes hot with day-time
maximum temperature reaching about 40°C
at many locations.

Because of the atmospheric pressure
conditions, the winds blow from southwest to
northeast direction in Arabian Sea and Bay of
Bengal. They bring pre monsoon showers to the
west coast during the month of May. There are
few thunder showers called “Mango Showers”
which helps in quick ripening of mangoes along
the coast of Kerala and Karnataka.

“Norwesters” or “Kalbaisakhis” are the
local storms with thunder that blow from north
western part and rain lasting for short durations.

It occurs over the eastern and north eastern
parts over Bihar, West Bengal and Assam during

April and May. They approach the stations from
the northwesterly direction.

3. Southwest monsoon or Rainy
Season

The southwest monsoon is the most
significant feature of the Indian climate. The
onset of the southwest monsoon takes place
normally over the southern tip of the country
by the first week of June, advances along the
Konkan coast in early June and covers the
whole country by 15th July. The monsoon is
influenced by global phenomenon like EINino.
